The Battles of Birdtown

A musician comes home to a dying town to bury his brain-damaged mother and finds himself
trapped between a sainted dead brother, a father who turned the family's grief into a
monument, and a community that needs the story to stay the way it's always been told.

Birdtown opens on Craig Battle standing on the centerline of an empty road, saying "l wasn't here" directly to
camera. Everything that follows is the story of a man trying to make that true. The dark comedy doesn't arrive
as relief — it emerges from grief so present and so specific that laughter becomes the only available release. A
story about what happens when a town loves a dead person more than it can afford to love the living ones.
